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The pendulum mind game 

If you want to have a little fun and get to know yourself, you 
might want to try the pendulum ideomotor mind game. This 
game is based on auto questions and is used by some hypno-

therapists, but it can be used as a way to get to know some things 
about yourself in a fun and safe way. This type of ideomotor questioning should be done in 
solitude—to prevent the chance of revealing something about yourself that is buried in your 
subconscious to others (and to keep from looking crazy). One form of ideomotor questioning 
is the Ouija Board. Another, less popularly known method is the Chevreul pendulum. 

Anton Chevreul discovered in the 18th century how to use a pendulum to magnify ideo-
motor movements. The pendulum picks up on slight movements (ideomotor) of the body 
that are a result of a person’s thoughts, and can therefore reveal things that are hidden in the 
subconscious. 

A pendulum can be used to get at subconscious information through yes-no questions. 
A pendulum can be any weighted object suspended by a string or a lightweight chain (8 to 
10 inches is about the right length). You will hold the string suspended from your fi ngers over 
a drawing. In order to be able to distinguish answers you will need to get a piece of paper and 
draw a large circle on the page. Next divide the circle into quarters by placing a cross shape 
in the middle. Next hold the pendulum over your drawing and think “yes.” Say the word over 
and over to yourself — but do not try to purposefully move the pendulum. Eventually your 
pendulum will start to move in one direction or other—let the movement take place for a few 
moments to make sure it does not change direction. Once there is a clear direction then any 
yes-no question you ask will get an affi  rmative when the pendulum swings in this direction. 
The other direction will be “no.” Now start asking your questions — and remember they 
need to be questions that can be answered with yes or no.

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Some people really do look like their pets 

According to researchers at the University of California, San 
Diego, there may be a reason that pets and their owners often 
look alike — as the old folk wisdom goes. Social Psychologist 

Nicholas Christenfeld and UCSD colleague Michael Roy conducted a 
study called “Do Dogs Resemble Their Owners?” 

The psychologists found that when people choose a dog, they 
often seek one that at some level resembles themselves. The research-
ers found that there was a clear resemblance when people picked 
purebred dogs, because people were able to get exactly what they 
want¬ed, but there was no evidence of resemblance when a person 
picked a mixed breed. 

In the study, 45 dog owners and their dogs were photographed separately, and judges 
were shown pictures of the owner, the owner’s dog, and one other dog. Twenty-eight of the 
judges were able to correctly pair the owners with their dogs. Sixteen matches were made of 
purebreds and their owners, but there was no evidence that mixed breed owners resembled 
their dogs as well. 

The fact that purebreds and their owners often resembled each other, but mixed breeds 
and their owners did not, ruled out the possibility of convergence — the theory that over time 
owners and their pets begin to look alike from living together. This leads the researchers to 
believe that purebred owners often select dogs who resemble themselves. The study con-
cludes that it appears that many people “want a creature like themselves.” 

 

Now that’s chutzpah 

Jay Leno is a familiar face to Americans as the host of The Tonight 
Show. But when Leno was starting out he used a couple of tricks to 
ensure that he would be on stage and continue to be able to support 

himself. 
In the early days, whenever Leno approached a club and tried to get a 

booking, he would walk into a club, lay a $50 bill on the bar and tell the 
person in charge that he’d like to go on stage, and that if he didn’t do well the person could 
keep the fi fty. This trick worked more often than not for the young comedian — he got a 
chance to perform and usually got his money back.
