RULES & REGULATIONS

Have you registered your vehicle/vehicles with the Palm Hill office?

Please make sure you have a decal on the lower left side of your windshield.  The 
Auto Decal Form is available at the office, or by email. Residents (including renters) need to 
provide the make, model, and year of the vehicle, along with the license plate number and 
State or Provence. 

If you have purchased a new vehicle, gotten rid  of a vehicle, replaced a license plate or 
replaced a windshield, please let the office know so that they can provide you with a new 
decal and update the pertinent information in the files.  You may be required to fill out a form.

Rule X.G Parking Decals and Temporary Parking Passes 
a. All residents must have a Palm Hill decal displayed on the lower left corner of the 

windshield. 
b. Guests of residents must display a Temporary Parking Permit on the dashboard when 

on Palm Hill property.
c. Service providers, contractors, daytime caregivers, daytime visitors, etc. no parking 

pass needed.

No commercial vehicles may be parked overnight on cooperative property without 
authorization from the Park Manager. Vehicles showing any commercial markings (company 
name, address, phone, business license/registration number) must be covered if parked at a 
residence or on cooperative property.

Residents are limited to two (2) vehicles as noted in Rule X. Section I, as of June 5, 2019, 
and both must be registered and have a decal on the lower left corner of front windshield.
