A As May in Florida gets into full swing, we naturally want to get outside and enjoy the
beautiful weather before we are confined to our air-conditioned enclosures. But the warmth
and lush vegetation that we love so much can give rise to allergy triggers such as pollens and molds.
Allergies show up as increased sneezing, nasal mucus, watery or itchy eyes, scratchy throat or even
just fatigue. These allergic reactions can turn into a full-blown miserable sinus infection.

Effective Natural Tactics to Avoid Allergy Flare-ups:

Keep your nose clean. Keep your nose in tip top shape. Hydrate by drinking plenty of water to
keep mucus thin. Use a neti pot (ideal) or saline rinse to keep passages clean and clear. Lubricate
nostrils with a couple drops of olive oil or ghee — swish it around to create a moisturizing barrier.
Finally, if you know you are sensitive, wear a face mask when you’re enjoying the outdoors,
especially between 5 -10 AM (when pollen counts are highest and mid-afternoon if it’s windy
outside.

Control your environment. Besides a mask, even on a cloudy day wear sunglasses and a
floppy hat to keep pollen out of your eyes and off your hair. If this seems like a lot, download
an app on your phone or check the map on https://www.pollen.com/map to help decide if extra
protection is needed. INDOORS, keep a super clean house, even if you must hire someone. Hepa
filters can only help to a certain extent: Allergens reside more on surfaces, they’re only airborne
when disturbed, like when you plop into a chair. Sleep cleaner by using allergen-proof bedding —
covers for mattresses, pillows and box springs.

Use food as medicine. Tweak your usual ani-inflammatory plant dominant diet by eating
something spicy to thin mucus and clear congestion — throw some capers and red onions on your
salad, and you’ll get a bonus dose of quercetin, which has been shown to help with allergies. A
spoon of spicy kimchi will clear your nose and power up your microbiome. Make a fruit salad
with fresh pineapple and papaya for bromelain, which boosts sinus health and reduces systemic
inflammation. A spoonful of raw local honey stirred into some ginger-mint tea will soothe your
throat and increase your immune function.

Strengthen your respiratory and immune systems. Check your daily routine to make sure
you’re getting plenty of movement — a minimum of 150 minutes every week of moderate intensity
— heart rate increases, you sweat, you can talk but not sing). This will look different for different
people! Be honest with yourself and push your own edge to get the full benefits. If you have medical
reasons that prevent you from vigorous exercise, at least give your body the protective benefits of
stretching and deep breathing exercises.

Most of these steps are simple and inexpensive to adopt, you need only commit to a proactive
and preventative approach to your health. Prioritize healthy habits and amplify your ability to live
large and enjoy the beauty and wonder of the great outdoors! Remember always to check with your
doctor before making any major changes in your diet or lifestyle, and if you find these changes too
ﬁgallenging or confusing, seek a professional for advice.
