The pool rules are copied below as a reminder that the pool area opens at 8:00 A.M. Allowance 
for staff daily pool maintenance is a requirement and should not be interfered with.  Please do 
not prop open the gate or facilitate access to anyone you do not know without a FOB and thank 
you in advance for your kind and courteous treatment of all who are there to share the amenities.  
We ask the pool exercise class participants to honor the free-swim timeframe and vice versa; 
that the free swimmers make way for the participants attending the exercise class during their 
scheduled class time.  If we all choose to show respect, there should be no issues.  

XV. SWIMMING POOL AND JACUZZI
1.	 There is no lifeguard on duty. The use of the pool and Jacuzzi is at your own risk. Rules 

are posted at the pool and the Jacuzzi. No one under the age of eighteen (18) is permitted 
on the pool deck, in the pool, or in the Jacuzzi without adult supervision. No air mattresses 
or floating chairs are permitted. Only "noodle" foam floats or waist-belts are permitted. 
No articles of clothing or towels may be hung on the fence or gates surrounding the pool.

2.	 Pool Hours. The Pool is open from 8:00 A.M. to 11:00 P.M. Sunday through Saturday. 
The Park reserves the right to close the pool due to equipment failure or servicing of 
equipment or for safety reasons without notice.  Adult-only hours are from 1:00 P.M. to 
4:00 P.M. and 7:00 P.M. to 8:00 P.M. No one under the age of Eighteen (18) is allowed 
in the pool area during adult hours.

3.	 Daytime guests/visitors are permitted; however, they are limited to two (2) visits per week. 
Daytime guests MUST sign in at the Park Office.

4.	 No alcoholic beverages are allowed in the pool area. Non-alcoholic drinks are allowed in 
cans or plastic containers. Glass containers of any kind are NOT permitted.

5.	 Smoking and vaping are not allowed in the pool area.

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THOUGHT FOR THE MONTH

Have you ever thought of someone washing someone else’s feet? Not so much in our 
history and culture. However, a couple thousand years ago it was commonplace to invite 
people to your home and you would sit for some hot beverage and before anything after 

entering the abode the man of the house or his servant would get a towel and a basin of water 
and would wash the feet of the guests.

I washed someone’s feet only a few times. I washed our doggies’ feet after coming in after a 
rain or snow and that ground was muddy! LOL I have washed our son’s feet because he was 
born in Kentucky and loved going shoeless! Most recently and it was a couple decades ago, 
the last time I washed someone’s feet it was a man I highly respected who was such a servant 
to not only his family but to everyone he knew. I asked if I may, and he agreed. What is such 
an identifying characteristic of his dry humor, he did not tell me that he was toe-less. He was 
mowing on their hill outside their home many years before, slipped and his foot went under 
the mower cutting off his big toe.

Here’s how they work:
You get a call: “Grandma, I need money for bail.” Or 

maybe an email from someone claiming to be your 
brother or a friend who says they’re in trouble. They need 
money for a medical bill. Or some other kind of 
emergency. The caller says it’s urgent — and tells you to 
keep it a secret. 

But is the caller who you think it is? Scammers are good 
at pretending to be someone they’re not. They can be 
convincing: sometimes using information from social 
networking sites, or hacking into your loved one’s email 
account, all to make it seem more real. And they’ll pressure 
you to send money before you have time to think. 

Here’s what to do: 
1. Stop. Check it out. Look up your family member’s 

phone number yourself and call another family 
member to check out the story. 

2. Pass this information on to a friend. You may not have 
gotten one of these calls, but chances are, you know 
someone who will get one — if they haven’t already.
