Dear Fellow Residents: 9/9/2024
l l urricane Season: LSR avoided another tropical storm in August. Some damage was

noted in the park due to high winds in the early August storm. One “over” roof was

blown off and caused some minor damage to nearby homes. As the hurricane season
comes into full effect, please have an evacuation plan ready. Remember to sign in and out of
the park so we know who is in residence.

Surge Protector: After the hall electrical issues last year, the Board installed surge
protectors in several circuits. During the storm in August, the surge protector worked and
saved a reoccurrence of the hall damage experienced last year.

Lawn Mowing: The Largo area has been experiencing large amounts of rain. The total
rain fall through August is about 20 inches over the total projected for the entire year. This has
caused the grass to grow and the delay in the grass cutting. Please be patient. There is nothing
the Board can do to halt the rain.

Water Usage: Water usage is up in August. A leak was found and repaired behind the hall.
Usage was 340,000 gallons in August as opposed to the average of just under 300,000 gallons
in the past. If anyone notices a leak, please notify the Board. Water has been draining from
under some homes. This is due to the heavy rain and not leaks. However, please keep an eye
on excess water flow from around pipes. It is strongly recommended that all residents have a
vapor barrier under their homes to prevent water damage and “critters” from the homes.

Electric Use: The electric use was higher this year than last year but due to rate changes
and action by the Board, the electric bill was about $2000 less than previous years for August.

Financial: The financial reports for August will be posted in the hall.

urricane Debbie moved up the gulf coast in early August and brought high
Hwinds and several inches of rain to Lake Seminole Resort and other gulf coast areas. It

was not a direct hit on our area, but it still caused damage to a few of the homes in our
park. Historically in Florida, the most active time for hurricane development is mid-August
through mid-October.

Pinellas County Emergency Management offers a free emergency notifications service,
called Alert Pinellas that will send an email and/or a text to you to let you know about imminent
severe weather. You can sign up for emergency notifications at https://pinellas.gov/alert-
pinellas You will need to establish a user name and a password for this site, but it is friendly
and is easy to navigate. Both year-round residents and Snowbirds may sign up for this service.
The site will not send out routine weather reports, but it will contact you when extreme weather
1s approaching our area. This includes tornado warnings, hurricane or tropical storm warnings,
and any other weather event that may require residents to seek shelter or evacuate.

Romance scams occur when a criminal adopts a fake online
identity to gain a victim’s affection and trust. The scammer then uses
the illusion of a romantic or close relationship to manipulate and/or
steal from the victim.

The scammer’s intention is to establish a relationship as quickly as
possible, endear himself to the victim, and gain trust. Scammers may
propose marriage and make plans to meet in person, but that will
never happen. Eventually, they will ask for money.

If someone you meet online needs your bank account information
to deposit money, they are most likely using your account to carry
out other theft and fraud schemes.

Tips for Avoiding Romance Scams:

- Be careful what you post and make public online. Scammers can
use details shared on social media and dating sites to better
understand and target you.

« Research the person’s photo and profile using online searches to
see if the image, name, or details have been used elsewhere.

« Go slowly and ask lots of questions.

« Beware if the individual seems too perfect or quickly asks you to
leave a dating service or social media site to communicate directly.

« Beware if the individual attempts to isolate you from friends and
family or requests inappropriate photos or financial information
that could later be used to extort you.

« Beware if the individual promises to meet in person but then
always comes up with an excuse why he or she can't. If you
haven't met the person after a few months, for whatever reason,
you have good reason to be suspicious.
