This past year has been a very busy one with thirteen board meetings of 
varying types. Much was discussed and much got started, continued, or 
done.

WE:
•	 Spent approximately $65,000 in hurricane cleanup costs.
•	 Brought pool lighting up to State standards.
•	 Moved forward with the Canal project.
•	 Began our Sewer Project.
•	 Had the library windows tinted.
•	 Hired a firm to update our Reserve study.
•	 Handled the aftermath of two hurricanes.
•	 Established a new procedure for replacing trees and got it underway.
•	 Dealt with two petitions, both we unsuccessful.
•	 Successfully foreclosed on two properties.
•	 Handled the day-to-day business of operating a park like budgeting, resident issues, selling 

and buying of homes, approving residency etc.
Now, something that was brought up by our CAM and a new resident to the Park, was the 

Reserves. When that issue was put to a proxy vote it was turned down. The repercussions of 
this could be critical for the well-being of the Park and for residents. If next season is like this 
one, there could be more damage from climate changes which are getting worse, not better. 
That means funds for repairs and cleanup must come from other budgeted items like the sewers 
or if needed from the residents. Why say NO to this issue when it can only hurt the financial 
well-being of our Park and our pockets.

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Groundhog Day     

Groundhog Day is a tradition observed regionally in the United States and Canada on 
February 2 of every year. It derives from the Pennsylvania Dutch superstition that if a 
groundhog emerges from its burrow on this day and sees its shadow, it will retreat to its 

den and winter will go on for six more weeks; if it does not see its shadow, spring will arrive 
early. In 2024, an early spring was predicted.

United States
The largest Groundhog Day celebration is held in Punxsutawney, Pennsylvania. 
Stonewall Jackson predicts at Space Farms Zoo and Museum.  
Essex Ed the groundhog and Otis the Hedgehog predict at Turtle Back Zoo in West Orange, 

New Jersey
“Malverne Mel” is the groundhog of Malverne, in Long Island, New York. Mel began his 

position in 1996.  
Quigley, of The Hamptons  predicts at Quogue Village Fire Department. 
French Creek Freddie is West Virginia's resident groundhog meteorologist.  A resident of 

the West Virginia State Wildlife Center in French Creek, West Virginia, Freddie made his debut 
in 1978, and boasts an accuracy rate of approximately 50%.

Holtsville Hal resides at the Holtsville Ecology Site and Animal Preserve in Holtsville, 
NY. He predicts the weather for Suffolk County, NY, in front of hundreds of residents each 
Groundhog Day.

Buckeye Chuck, Ohio's official State Groundhog, is one of two weather-predicting 
groundhogs. He resides in Marion, Ohio. 

Woodstock Willie predicts from Woodstock, Illinois, the shooting location for the 1993 
film Groundhog Day. 

In Raleigh, North Carolina, an annual event at the North Carolina Museum of Natural 
Sciences included Sir Walter Wally. According to museum officials, Wally had been correct 
58% of the time vs. Punxsutawney Phil's 39%. Sir Walter Wally retired after 2022 leaving 
Snerd of Garner as the only weather-predicting groundhog in the state. 

Elsewhere in the American South, the General Beauregard Lee makes predictions from 
Lilburn, Georgia (later Butts County, Georgia). 

Canada 
Due to Nova Scotia's Atlantic Time Zone, the province's official groundhog, Shubenacadie 

Sam makes the first Groundhog Day prediction in North America.
Wiarton Willie forecasts annually from Wiarton, Ontario.
Manitoba Merv has been forecasting since the 1990s, at Oak Hammock Marsh. 
Winnipeg Wyn has been forecasting since the 2010s, at Prairie Wildlife Rehabilitation 

Centre. 
Balzac Billy is the "Prairie Prognosticator", a man-sized groundhog mascot who 

continued on page 17
