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Great tip from Carol Raabe

How do you know if a watermelon is ripe? Or a banana? Or a peach? Those fruits are all 
easy to test before you buy. But how do you select grapes? Have you ever gotten your 
grapes home only to discover they were starting to wilt, or they were sour, or, horror of 

horrors, they had seeds? Turns out that there is a skill to buying grapes, too, as I learned in an 
article on the internet, originally published on the site, “Daily Meal.”

The first and most obvious thing to do is read the label on the bag or shelf. This is so 
obvious it may not be worth mentioning, except when I get home with grapes that have seeds, 
it’s because I’ve just grabbed a package assuming they were seedless. 

Next, visually inspect the fruit and their stems. You’re looking for fat, full grapes with 
no wrinkles, no burst fruit and, here’s something new: healthy looking, pliable stems. Dead, 
broken stems do not indicate fruit in prime condition.

Another thing to check is the fruit’s smell. Healthy, ripe grapes HAVE NO SMELL. Who 
knew?

Then there are the “dusty” grapes—you know, partially covered with that kind of white 
substance. What is that, anyway? That dust is called, “bloom,” and it is entirely natural, 
produced by the grapes themselves to protect the fruit from pests and bacteria and to lock in 
moisture. It is safe to eat, or it can be washed off.

There are other ways to check out grapes, like tasting on-often frowned upon-or squeezing 
them-hard to do when they are sealed in a plastic bag, or even being familiar with grape 
varieties, but checking them visually and giving them the smell test should help assure your 
grapes are good enough to eat.
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Let’s talk about Stains

You can make you own stain remover.
You need: Hydrogen Peroxide
Dawn dish Soap

An empty bottle
Baking Soda
Just mix 1 part Dawn dish soap with 2 parts hydrogen peroxide
