The complaints continue about people not cleaning up after their animals and not walking 
them in the pet area. Pet areas are marked on the map. Please take your “doggie bag” 
home with you or deposit them in the dumpster at the compactor, do not deposit them in 

the trash cans at the laundry facility or in activity areas.
Also, all the sports enthusiasts would appreciate it if you did not allow your pets to defecate 

in the pits that we use for Volleyball, Horseshoes and Petanque. 

If an accident should happen, please pick up the poop. 
If you need a copy of the map, stop in the office for one. Thank you.

A reminder that pets are not allowed to go onto other people’s lots unless they have 
permission to do so.  This is in the park rules.

Your Options:

You can let your pet go in your own yard before walking it.
You can walk your pet to the pet-walking areas.
You can let your pet go on the road.  Yes, they pull to go into people’s yard’s but you are in 

control of your pet, you pet does not control you. 
Pets must be on a leash no longer than six feet.  Retractable leashes extend many feet, often 

blocking the whole road. This is also in the park rules.

Flag Day

Flag Day in the United States is celebrated on June 14th each year. 
This day commemorates the adoption of the fl ag of the United 
States on June 14, 1777, by resolution of the Second Continental 

Congress. Here are some key points about Flag Day:

Historical Signifi cance: The Flag Resolution of 1777 established the design of the U.S. 
fl ag, which originally had thirteen stripes and thirteen stars, representing the original thirteen 
colonies.

Origins: The idea of celebrating Flag Day was fi rst proposed in 1861 during the Civil 
War to rally support for the Union. The fi rst recognized formal observance was held by 
Bernard J. Cigrand, a Wisconsin schoolteacher, in 1885.

Offi  cial Recognition: President Woodrow Wilson issued a proclamation in 1916 
establishing June 14 as Flag Day. In 1949, Congress offi  cially designated June 14 as National 
Flag Day.

Observance: While Flag Day is not a federal holiday, it is observed with various 
ceremonies and events. Pennsylvania is the only state that celebrates it as a state holiday.

Flag Day is a time to refl ect on the history and signifi cance of the American fl ag and to 
celebrate the values it represents.
