• The fraud department at your credit card issuers, bank, and other places

How to protect yourself from identity theft
• Do not answer phone calls, texts, social media messages, or email from 

numbers or people you do not know.
• Do not share personal information like your bank account number, Social Security 

number, or date of birth.
• Collect your mail every day and place a hold on your mail when you will be 

on vacation or away from your home. 
• Review credit card and bank account statements. Watch for and report 

unauthorized or suspicious transactions.
• Understand how ATM skimming works and how to protect yourself
• Learn when it is safe to use a public Wi-Fi network
• Store personal information, including your Social Security card, in a safe place. Do 

not carry it in your wallet.

The top types of imposter scams:
An imposter scammer may call, text, or email to convince you they are someone 

in authority. They may even use caller ID to make it look like they are calling 
from an o�cial government or business' number. To commit identity theft, they 

try to get you to send money or a gift card or share personal information.

•  Government imposter scams - Unless you contact them �rst, government 
agencies typically initiate communication with you by letter. Unexpected 
contact or demands through any other method may be a scam.

•  IRS imposter scams - scammers pretend you owe the IRS money for taxes and 
may threaten legal action

•  Social Security imposter scams - scammers claim there is a problem with 
your Social Security account or promise to increase your bene�ts

•  Charity scams - scammers pretend to be from a real or fake charity and try to 
get you to contribute

•  Grandparent scams - scammers pretend to be a grandchild or other relative 
who needs emergency �nancial help

•  Tech support scams - scammers tell you your computer’s security is at risk 
and try to remotely access your device and steal personal information or ask 
for payment

•  Scammers may also pretend to be from your bank or a company you do 
business with.

 Fireworks Safety Tips

 Before You Light Fireworks
• Check local laws: Some areas restrict or ban fi reworks—make 

sure you're following the rules.
• Read instructions: Always read and follow the label directions carefully.
• Have water nearby: Keep a bucket of water or a hose ready in case of fi re or malfunction.
• Choose a clear, open area: Avoid lighting fi reworks near buildings, dry grass, or trees.

 What NOT to Do
• Don’t let children handle fi reworks: Even sparklers can burn at over 1,200°F (649°C).
• Don’t relight duds: Wait 20 minutes, then soak them in water.
• Don’t point fi reworks at people or animals: Always aim away from crowds and pets.
• Don’t mix alcohol and fi reworks: Stay alert and focused when handling them.

 After the Show
• Soak used fi reworks: Place them in water before disposing of them in a metal trash can.
• Clean up debris: Especially in public or natural areas to prevent litter and fi re hazards.
• Check for smoldering materials: Especially in dry grass or mulch.

 Pet Safety
• Keep pets indoors and in a quiet room.
• Use white noise or calming music to reduce stress.
• Make sure pets have ID tags in case they run off .
