RECIPE CORNER     
KING RANCH TURKEY BUBBLE-UP BAKE

Ingredients:
•	 1 tablespoon vegetable oil
•	 1 cup chopped yellow onions
•	 1 medium red bell pepper, diced (1 cup)
•	 1 can (16.3 oz) refrigerated Southern Homestyle Buttermilk Biscuits (8 Count)
•	 1 can (18 oz) Creamy Mushroom Soup
•	 1 can (14.5 oz) Fire-Roasted Diced Tomatoes, drained
•	 1 can (4 oz) Chopped Green Chiles
•	 3 cups chopped cooked turkey
•	 1 package (8 oz) shredded Colby-Monterey Jack cheese blend (2 cups)

Instructions:
•	 Heat oven to 350°F. Spray 13x9-inch (3-quart) baking dish with cooking spray. In 12-

inch nonstick skillet, heat oil over medium-high heat. Add onions and bell pepper; cook 
for 4 to 7 minutes, stirring occasionally, until tender and starting to brown.

•	 Meanwhile, separate dough into 8 biscuits. Cut each biscuit into 6 pieces.
•	 Stir soup, tomatoes and chiles into onion mixture in skillet; stir in turkey, and heat to 

simmering. Reduce heat to medium; cook 1 to 2 minutes or until mixture is heated 
through. Remove from heat; carefully stir in 1 cup of the cheese.

•	 Gently fold biscuit pieces into turkey mixture in skillet; pour hot mixture into baking 
dish.

•	 Bake for 25 to 30 minutes or until biscuits are thoroughly baked and golden brown and 
mixture is hot (at least 165°F in center). Sprinkle remaining 1 cup of cheese over top; 
bake 3 to 5 minutes or until cheese is melted.

Tips:
•	 When folding biscuits into turkey mixture, the skillet will be full. Take your time to 

gently fold in the biscuits so they are evenly incorporated into the mixture.
•	 Leftover cooked chicken can be used instead of turkey in this recipe.
•	 Serve with additional toppings, like chopped fresh cilantro leaves, chopped tomatoes, 

chopped avocados, hot sauce or sliced jalapeño chiles and sour cream.
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NO-BAKE PUMPKIN CHEESECAKE CUPS
Ingredients:
  Crust:

•	 4 packs (8 bars from 8.94-oz box) Nature Valley™ pumpkin spice crunchy granola bars
•	 3 tablespoons packed brown sugar
•	 3 tablespoons butter, melted

  Filling:
•	 1 package (8 oz) cream cheese, softened
•	 1/3 cup granulated sugar
•	 1/3 cup canned pumpkin (from 15-oz can) (not pumpkin pie mix)
•	 1/4 teaspoon pumpkin pie spice
•	 1/2 cup of cold heavy whipping cream
•	 1 pack (2 bars from 8.94-oz box) Nature Valley™ pumpkin spice crunchy granola bars

Instructions:
•	 Place paper baking cup in each of 12 regular-size muffin cups.
•	 For crust, place 8 unwrapped granola bars in food processor; process until finely crushed. 

In medium bowl, mix crushed granola bars, brown sugar and melted butter. Press about 
2 level tablespoons of mixture into bottom of each muffin cup. Freeze for 10 minutes.

•	 Meanwhile, in large bowl, beat cream cheese and granulated sugar with electric mixer 
on medium speed for about 30 seconds or until smooth and creamy. Beat in pumpkin and 
pumpkin pie spice on low speed until just combined.

•	 In separate medium bowl, beat whipping cream with electric mixer on high speed about 
1 minute or until stiff peaks form. Fold whipped cream into cream cheese mixture until 
just combined.

•	 Spoon and spread about 1/4 cup cream cheese mixture into each muffin cup. Cover and 
refrigerate for about 4 hours or until filling is set and chilled.

•	 Just before serving, place remaining 2 granola bars in resealable food-storage plastic 
bag, and crush with spoon. Top muffin cups with crushed granola bars, about 2 teaspoons 
per cup.

Tips:
•	 Store leftovers tightly covered in refrigerator up to 2 days.
•	 To quickly soften cream cheese, remove from wrapper, and place on microwavable plate; 

microwave uncovered on High about 15 seconds or just until softened.

•	 Aluminum, Tin, or Steel Cans
•	 Glass Bottles and Jars
•	 Paper Milk, or Juice Cartons
You cannot put Styrofoam or Plastic Bags in this dumpster.
