HERE’S WHAT’S COOKIN:  

Chicken Pot Pie Soup:  
Ingredients:  
2 – 9 inch refrigerated pie crests, 1 cup grated cheddar cheese, 2 Tbsp chopped fresh 

parsley, 4 Tbsp salted butter, 3 stalks celery finely diced, 2 medium carrots, peeled and finely 
diced, 2 medium onions, finely diced, 2 tsp chopped fresh thyme, pinch of turmeric, Kosher 
salt and black pepper, to taste, ¼ cup flour, ½ cup white wine, 6 cups chicken broth, 3 cups 
shredded rotisserie chicken, ¼ cup chopped fresh parsley, ½ cup heavy cream.

Directions:  
1.	  For the cheddar crust dippers: preheat the oven to 375 degrees.  Line 2 sheet pans with 

parchment paper.  
2.	 Unroll a pie crust on each prepared sheet pan. J Sprinkle the crusts with the cheese and 

parsley, slightly pressing everything in to adhere.  Bake until the edges turn golden, the 
cheese is bubbling, and the crust is baked through. 12 to 14 minutes.  Set aside to cool.

3.	 For the soup: Meanwhile melt the butter in a large pot over medium heat.  Add celery, 
carrots, onion, and thyme.  Season with turmeric and a good pinch of salt and pepper.  
Stir and cook until the vegetables begin to soften, 3 to 4 minutes.  Sprinkle the flour 
over the vegetables, and stir until combined, letting the flour cook for 1 to 2 minutes.  
While stirring, slowly pour in the wine and chicken broth.  Add the chicken and parsley.  
Let the soup come to a boil and thicken slightly.  Stir in the cream and taste.  Adjust 
seasonings as needed.  

4.	 Serve the soup in bowls, breaking the crusts into large pieces to serve on the side.

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The courage to try

Life lessons can come from the most unlikely sources if we are open to receiving what 
they have to off er us. For Tricia Goyer, a wife, mother, and accomplished author, a lesson 
in bravery came from her twentysomething son Nathan.

When he announced his plans to write a book, Goyer encouraged him and even promised to 
edit it once the manuscript was completed. With 500 magazine articles bylines and more than 50 
published books of nonfi ction and fi ction, Goyer knew her insight would be benefi cial. She also 
knew that Nathan had a gift for creating and telling stories, which had been a favorite pastime since 
his childhood.

As Goyer edited Nathan’s rough draft she realized that her son had a talent for writing and de-
cided they should hire a professional editor to review the text. The editor also liked Nathan’s work 
and off ered the aspiring novelist some constructive feedback.

After the rewrites were fi nished, Goyer told her son to start weighing his options about next 
steps in the publishing process. He could go the traditional route and work with a publisher, or 
self-publish. Nathan told her he’d need time to think things over and then excused himself to run 
an errand. He returned a short time later and announced that he would self-publish his work as an 
e-book. The next day his novel Bask was for sale on Amazon.com. It has even received a few posi-
tive reviews.

For Goyer, taking those next steps in the process of publishing one of her many books has 
never been something she could act on with that kind of certainty or effi  ciency. She says she would 
fi rst share copies with as many as 20 friends and consider their feedback. Next she might attend a 
workshop or conference to solicit even more feedback and advice before deciding which route to 
take.

Nathan has inspired Goyer to believe that “sometimes we just need to roll up our sleeves and 
do what we’ve been afraid to try.”
