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From the Board of Directors

Those of us who live or lived up north remember the days in winter when we huddled 
in our homes, perhaps next to a fireplace, warding off the cold.  For our year-round 
residents, the time is approaching when you do exactly the opposite, huddling in the air 

conditioning all day to ward off the heat. Remember the summer heat in Florida can be just as 
dangerous as the extreme cold up north in the winter. Stay safe – and cool.

Each of you that stay in Blue Jay during hurricane season should have an emergency  plan 
that includes:  1. where you will stay if there is an evacuation; 2. supplies for 2-5 days; 3. 
medications; 4. important papers to take; 5. medical and pet accommodations. A reminder, the 
clubhouse cannot be used as an emergency shelter. 

I am hearing from Board members that they are hearing complaints from residents at the 
mailboxes, at the pool, or when they are simply out and about in the park. It is important to 
remember that the vehicle for expressing issues that you are not satisfied with is to fill out the 
appropriate form and place it in the box in the clubhouse. Board members deserve to have their 
own quiet time when they are in the public areas of the park.

Residents driving golf carts to meetings and parking them across from the clubhouse are 
reminded to keep them off the grass belonging to those homeowners. I have seen pictures of 
golf carts parked with their back wheels on lawns. Please be courteous to your neighbors who 
live in these homes.

We have been asked by our trash collectors to ask residents to place larger items out for 
disposal on Fridays rather than Tuesdays. We are being told that the truck is emptier when they 
get to Blue Jay on Fridays, and they are better able to accommodate the larger items. Please 
also remember to meet your trash collectors outside with a little “incentive” for removing the 
large items which could otherwise cost a considerable amount to have removed by a private 
company. 

Finally, with the summer heat upon us, it is important that as we go to the pool to get a little 
relief from the heat we comply with the rules that allow us to keep our pool open. These rules 
are in you Blue Book, and you should take a few minutes to review them, but the following 
issues have been brought to the attention of Board members.  Please remember:

1. No one should be changing in or out of clothing in the pool area. The bathrooms, less than 
10 feet away, can be used for this purpose.
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2. No food or drink is allowed within four feet of the pool. This is a Pinellas County ordinance, 
and a violation could cause the immediate and indefinite closure of the pool by the county.

3. No running is allowed in the pool area.
4. There is no diving or jumping into the pool. 

With that I will remind you that we continue to have an operations meeting every Monday 
morning at 8:30 am. I attend via telephone. Residents are welcome to attend. I can be reached 
at 401-659-0073 or via e-mail (preferred) at phyteach88@gmail.com if you need to get in 
touch with me.
