When you view the website and view various web pages,
internet browsers will first download the information you will view, into temporary
files on your electronic devices. On your personal computer these files will remain stored in
file folders which the average user will have trouble locating. The browser will then display
the files on your monitor. You are actually seeing the temporary files stored on your personal
computer not the originals on the server website. When viewing the same web page multiple
times those same files may not replace those in your internet caching folder. Subsequently you
may be viewing old information that may have recently been replaced by the webmaster. If in
doubt, while on the web page press the function key “F5” which will manually replace the files.
For Mac/Apple: Apple + R or command + R
You will also find on the Briar Creek website we sometimes use necessary forms.
Some of these are in an Abode PDF (portable document format) which you can view. Most
computers have the free Adobe software preloaded. A most recent version can be downloaded
onto your personal device free by clicking the icon on our website. To complete the form,
you can download the form by pointing your mouse pointer at the “click here to download”
then pressing your right mouse button, click the “Save Target” and then save the PDF file into
any folder on your PC. When you open the PDF on your PC, on the right hand side you will
see a list of options. Some of the options requires you to OWN the full Adobe software. One
option available on the free version is the “Fill & Sign” option. This will allow you to click on
any line or box requiring information and display a text box you can use your keyboard and
type in information. You can then either save the PDF form under a different name or on the
lower portion of the screen a small icon is displayed which will allow you to print the form.
Unfortunately most internet browsers do not support this feature, hence the need to download
the PDF.

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follow a condominium program. The first thing you have to do is to get yourself a lawyer.

Then you have to find
out everything that you have, like lawn service, sewerage, water, and you have to get contracts
with all these people. Okay, so we had something to start with now.

The first thing we did was to call lawyers. We asked them if they ever did business with
contractors or builders, and they all said sure. We all got a big kick out of telling lawyers we
couldn’t use them. Finally we got hold of one over in Dunedin. Jim Anderson. He was one of
the Sons of a representative on a board that governs rental mobile home park, and he could
have no dealings with contractors. We got Jim out of his office. Jim said the first thing you have
to do is to get a management company.

We started interviewing management companies. Every one of them said the same thing.
“What do you want?” We said, “We want you to tell us what you can do for us.” But they kept
saying the same thing, over and over. “Well you tell us what you want and maybe we can work
with you.” Then we found one, Beda Management. They came in and said, ““ Well, this is what
we can do for you.” That’s what we wanted -- someone who could do something for us. They
took things upon themselves. They had a controller who was going to check with City Hall to
find out how much water, sewer, garbage pickup went up every year for the last five years in
order to help make out a budget. They did all that for us. They got that all set up for us. They
had contracts made up for us and everything.

Then we had to get a lawn service. We started fishing around, and finally got a lawn
service. Then we had to get the electric company because if we had the electric lights in here,
we needed a contract with them. We had contracts with everyone. We had water, sewerage,
garbage pickup, fire protection, police protection, electric company.
