If you need repair to your home, please remember to hire only licensed and 
insured contractors. If you have any questions, contact the FSE office or talk to a board member. 
Please come to the office for Construction Request, you only need a construction request for 
work you are doing to the outside of your home (mailbox, painting house, painting driveway, 
gardens, windows, roof, siding, concrete, pavers, carports, doors, handrails, awnings etc.). 
A construction request needs to be filled out and approved by our Construction Committee. 
You will also need to check with the City of Largo to see if your contractor will need to pull a 
permit. Most contractors know whether they need a permit or not. PLEASE make sure that the 
office receives a copy of the permit.

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up to date. Provide any up to date telephone numbers and update emergency contact 
information. Many times the numbers are outdated in just a short time.

If you wish to have Alexander’s Landscape Maintenance Company take care of your 
weeding/trimming of flower beds/planters, email Holly at hross@associagulfcoast.com and 
she will contact Ryan Hudson, our representative. Ryan is generally in our park on the mowing 
days. If your planter is overgrown and needs attention, or your house needs power washed, or 
your driveway and home need painted the FSE office will send out a violation letter to inform 
you that this work needs to be done in a timely manner (please read the rules and regulations). 
Now please understand that some of these letters that go do take a while for you to receive, so 
sometimes the work is completed before you actually receive the letter. If that’s the case just 
call the office to let them know. Please be sure that your home is kept neat year round.

Please advise the office if any damage is done by the lawn crew on cutting days as soon as 
possible. We can then address immediately and have an immediate response system in place.

ServPro has now been hired by Golden Corral to perform landscaping and clean up at the 
retention pond area & along the perimeter fencing (between FSE at the north end and Ulmerton 
Road). This project is ongoing with constant clean up and planting.

Clay is working on shutoff valves on an as needed basis. Let Holly know you want your 
valve updated and she will make a work order for Clay to put it on his list. Once Clay has a 
certain amount they will start to work on replacing the valves again. Clay usually likes to work 
on them as everyone is starting to leave for the summer, because if we have to shut the water 
off that is easier to do with less residents here. Thanks much to Joe, James, & Johnny for their 
work on trash & recycle throughout the year.

We are working toward some resolution on the water distribution & valve scenario in the 
park. Engineer Richard Claybrooke with Claybrooke Engineering has plans to meet with the 
BOD end of January beginning of February to go over file layouts for the new water system. 
Four Seasons has formed a plan for an (RFP) Request for Proposal upon which certain select 
qualified contractors can render bids for valve and/or piping installation for consideration.

We appreciate your attention to the Pinellas County water restrictions in place. They 
are posted on the bulletin board in the clubhouse. Water is our most valuable commodity 
– it is not free! If you do not have a copy of the water restrictions the office will gladly 
make you a copy.

FSE Office hours are Monday-Friday 9-3PM. The office phone is 727-584-1413, Office 
Fax is 727-581-8505. Please be sure to see Holly if you need to update your emergency contact 
information or address/phone. After hours, the clubhouse can be accessed with your key card 
through the side door. And don’t forget we have an after-hours emergency phone # that goes 
directly to Associa offices – 727/577-2200.

Even if you are a full time resident and particularly as people come and go from the 
park, it’s important to notify the office when you leave and return. Also important to 
watch out for your neighbors’ homes – be alert – report any issues to the office.
