Everybody is a genius, But if you judge a fish by it's ability to climb a tree, it will live it's 
whole life thinking it is stupid.
On January 18 a memorial for Russ Crain was held at the clubhouse. 135 friends and 

family members paid their respects as a Naval Honor Guard played Taps and presented the 
American flag to Russ's family.

Some long-awaited changes are taking place at Hon-
eymoon Park. The decrepit home at #202 in the Circle 
has been removed. Two new units will be put in place 
soon, one at the now vacant #202, and another at the 
already vacant #228.  As of  this date, February 11, 
one home has been completed at the factory. By next 
issue, they will likely be in place!

Also, as of this date, February 11, work has begun on installing the new street lights. First step 
is digging a hole to put the 8 foot concrete pedestal in to a depth of 5 feet, leaving 3 feet above 
ground.
The 16 foot light will sit atop that. There will be a light placed at every other house, making it 
much safer to walk or ride bikes after dark.
