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Spotlight on Residents – Mary Jane Baxter

You have probably seen a tiny little lady with sparkling eyes, chiseled jaw and huge smile 
at various events in the park.  Or perhaps you’ve seen her riding a golf cart around the 
neighborhood. Wherever you see her, she is the center of attention as she is so talkative 

and has such a bubbling personality. She is 93 years young, but you would never guess it from 
looking at her. If you don’t know her, perhaps you know her daughter, Kim,  whom she lives 
with, or grandson, Eric, who visits Island in the Sun and is loved by so many.

Mary Jane grew up in Indianapolis, Indiana.  Her mom died when she was only 12 years old 
and she went  to live with a sister who was 14 years older.  She graduated high school there. She 
worked for the navy for 8 years in Naval Aeronamics.  She also worked for the army as a pay clerk.

Her husband sold life insurance and became a life member of the Million Dollar Round 
Table. He was head of Sears men’s wear department and later owned his own business, Baxter’s 
Men’s wear, specializing in men’s suits. They had locations downtown and on the north side of 
town and Mary Jane did the bookkeeping for both stores. For many of the 27 years of marriage 
she did not work outside the home and they were able to make many trips.

They had two children, son Rick, who was born on Christmas Day- what a gift that was. 
He died in a scuba diving accident at only 21 years of age. Daughter Kim has three sons Ryan, 
Adam and Eric, all of whom live in Indiana..  Kim and Mary Jane moved to Clearwater about 
2 years ago and joined the Island in the Sun family and they have loved it here, but sadly they 
will be moving to Sarasota as Kim has purchased a home there. Mary Jane and her husband had 
visited this area many times, so there was no hesitation when they picked a new  place to move.. 

A ”social butterfly” describes this feisty, little ,full blooded Italian lady. She has been a member 
of the Goodwill Service Guild, the Hospital Service Guild, the Sunnyside Guild.
