JAPANESE GARDEN "COMMUNITY GARDEN"
by Sandy Rassmussen

Plectranthus amboinicus, OR 
CUBAN OREGANO once identified as Coleus amboinicus, is a 
semi-succulent perennial plant in the family Lamiaceae with a pungent oregano-like flavor 

and odor. It is native to Southern and Eastern Africa. It is widely cultivated and naturalized 
elsewhere in the tropics where it is used as a traditional medicine, spice, and ornamental plant.
[1] In Thailand, where its leaves are sometimes eaten with meat salad, it is called (/huu-seua/, 
'tiger's ear') for the distinctive shape of its leaf.
The leaves are strongly flavoured and used for stuffings of meat and poultry, beef, lamb and 
game.  The herb is used as a substitute for oregano to mask the strong odors and flavors of fish, 
mutton, and goat.
Traditionally, the herb is applied externally as a mosquito and insect repellent, likely due to

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Take a cold shower—for better health

Showers keep you clean, but a cold shower can be good for your health. An article on the 
Success website spells out the benefi ts of taking cold showers:

• Immunity. Scientists believe there’s a correlation between cold showers and increased 
production of an amino acid called glutathione, which boosts the immune system, gets rid of 
toxins, and eases stress.

• Better skin health. A hot shower removes important oils from the skin, making it dry 
and itchy. Cold showers reduce skin infl ammation. They also prevent your hair from becom-
ing brittle.

• Muscle recovery. There’s a reason why athletes soak in ice baths after a tough game. 
The cold water helps speed their recovery time and relieve soreness quicker.

• Better moods. Cold showers may prevent depression, according to researchers at Vir-
ginia Commonwealth University. Decreasing the temperature of your water and then spend-
ing two or three minutes under cold water sends a lot of electrical impulses from the nerves 
in your skin up to your brain, which could have an anti-depressive eff ect.

Climate change strategy a mixed bag

Scientists scrambling for a solution to the problems caused by climate change have come 
up with an intriguing idea: shooting tiny particles high into the atmosphere to scatter the 
light of the sun.

The Science magazine website reports that sulfur dioxide gas can cool down temperatures 
by reacting to water vapor and forming droplets that scatter sunlight. It happens during major 
volcanic eruptions, such as the eruption of Mount Pinatubo in the Philippines in 1991 and the 
eruption of El Chichon in Mexico in 1982.

Scientists have used computer modeling to project the eff ect of injecting light-scattering 
aerosols into the stratosphere.

Unfortunately, the probable results appear mixed. Although the 
model predicted that corn harvests would increase 6.3 percent due 
to reduced heat, other crop yields would fall because of dimin-
ished sunlight, and the strategy would likely have no eff ect on 

yields for crops like soybeans, rice, and wheat. Scientists con-
tinue to study the theory in hopes of fi nding a viable approach 
to managing climate change.
