If you have a Combat Veteran in your family and you don’t like their moods and 
behavior around the holidays; please consider these six things: 

1.) Your combat veteran has served in countries where people are blessed to receive a tattered 
pair of shoes or have clean water to drink; he/she no longer lives the “first world illusion” and no 

longer cares that if you buy one play station you can get a second one 
for fifty percent off. In fact, they find it hard to appreciate any of 
the gluttonous commercialism and overindulgence that permeates 

American holidays. Standing watch, boring as it was, had so much 
more purpose than going to the mall. 

2.) Your Combat Veteran is thankful for the most basic things; not 
thankful for mega-sales and million dollar parades. They are thankful to be alive; thankful to

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have survived both the wars far away and the wars they struggle with inside. 
3.) Your Combat Veteran is thankful that it wasn't them that got killed, but their celebrations 

are forever complicated by guilt and loss over those that were. Some of the most thankful times 
in their life were some of the scariest. Their feelings of thanks and celebration often conjure 
memories that are equally painful. 

4.) Your Combat Veteran is not like you anymore. At some point, for some period of time, 
their entire life boiled down to just three simple things: when will I eat today, when will I sleep 
today, and who will I have to kill or will try to kill me today? They are not like you anymore.  

5.) Your Combat Veteran does not need a guilt-trip or a lecture; they already feel detached 
in their grief while others so easily embrace the joy of the season. They need understanding and 
space; empathy not sympathy.

6.) Your Combat Veteran does love his/her family and is thankful for the many blessings in 
their life…and they are thankful for you.

Military Retirees are now authorized one pair of eye glasses every 12 months at military 
medical facilities. As of December1, 2016 CVS Pharmacy will be dropped from use as a Tricare 
pharmacy and Walgreens Pharmacy will be added. Any use of CVS after December 1st will 
require full payment for prescriptions. 

The VA has now included Korean War veterans for Agent Orange exposure from April 1968 
to August 1971.

The Department of the Army is pushing a new phrase for retirees. Instead of using “retiree” 
use “Retired Soldier”. This emphasis “once a soldier, always a soldier.” Attitude to the public. 

New ID cards will be issued for military retirees beginning in FY 18. The new cards will 
resemble the present active duty cards. The Id cards for spouses and dependents will remain 
the same.

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Brain drain: Control your appetite after a long day at the office

Ever notice that you can feel starving after a long day at work even though you’ve spent 
it mainly at your desk? Scientists, as reported by The New York Times, say it happens 
because your brain, feeling tired, starts to want more fuel to keep going—even though 

you haven’t exactly been digging ditches for eight or nine hours. The problem is that you’re 
consuming calories your body doesn’t actually need because your brain is telling you to.

One way around this dilemma is exercise. In an experiment at the University of Alabama 
at Birmingham, 38 college students met to discuss what their favorite pizza was. After the 
discussion, they were allowed at eat as much pizza as they wanted. On another day, they 
were brought back and given a series of tests from college entrance and graduate-level exams. 
Afterward, half the students worked out on treadmills while the rest sat 
quietly. The entire group was again served all the pizza they wanted, but 
the treadmill group ate less—about 25 fewer calories than at their 
previous session. On the other hand, the rest of the group actually ate 
100 calories more.

The study suggests that a light workout after a mentally strenuous 
day may curb one’s appetite—good to know before you sit down to eat.

Eat lots of these foods to prevent prostate cancer

Prostate cancer is one of the most common forms of cancer in men—more than 180,000 
cases are diagnosed each year. Diet can be a factor, doctors say, especially one of foods 
high in saturated fats found in meat and dairy products. Men may be able to reduce their 

risk of developing prostate cancer by eating more of these healthy foods:

• Broccoli. Benefi ts: Low in carbohydrates and rich in antioxidants and phytochemicals 
that may prevent cell changes contributing to cancer.

• Salmon. Benefi ts: Lots of omega-3 fatty acids that can inhibit prostate cancer.

• Brazil nuts. Benefi ts: Selenium; six to eight nuts contain 700 percent of a daily serving.

• Tomatoes. Benefi ts: Lycopene. Men who eat 10 portions of tomatoes a week may reduce 
their risk of prostate cancer by 18 percent.

• Walnuts. Benefi ts: Walnuts and walnut oil have been shown to reduce levels of the 
hormone IGF-1, which has been linked to prostate cancer.

• Coffee. Benefi ts: Antioxidants, as well as stimulating the body to metabolize sugars more 
effi ciently. Green tea shares similar qualities.
